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Application Procedures

1. Metal should be free of all dirt, grease, and waxes. Solvent or detergent washing is usually
sufficient; however chemical or acid treatments should be used for aluminum, copper, brass,

etc.

2. Apply adhesive-primer by brush, roll-coater or spray to approximately 1 wet mil.

3. Dry at room temperature or force dry at 140 to 160 °F.

4. Fuse plastisol to adhesive-primer at any temperature above 300°F. When bonding vinyl films,
heat coated metal to 275-400 F. for 15-30 seconds, then nip vinyl and water quench.

Storage Conditions

For maximum shelf life, store below 80 °F and above 40 'F. Use within three (3) months of date

of manufacture.
